Community Service is volunteer work given to the community, be it on a local, national, or international level.  As part of the TCHS Community Service program, each student is required to complete a total of 40 community service hours by the end of their four years at TCHS. It is recommended that each student performs a minimum of 10 hours of quality volunteer work each school year.  It is up to each student to choose projects that seem most worthwhile and those that interest him/her personally.  Students are certainly welcome to complete more than the minimum number of hours in each year.  It is the responsibility of the student to keep track of their hours.  It is advised that students place this community service sheet in the student portfolio.  If a student loses their community service sheet, it is their responsibility to either redo community service work or to go back and have their community service sheet filled in again by the community service supervisors. It is not the school’s responsibility to track and maintain community service sheets. Again, this form should be included in the student’s portfolio and will be checked at the end of their senior year to ensure that he/she has met this graduation requirement. Community Service opportunities will be posted on the bulletin board outside of Mr. Hamric’s office.
Important to note:  Many colleges, universities, and scholarship programs require students to participate in community service.

Community Service hours performed during the summer are to be included.  This includes hours completed by upcoming 9th graders during the summer.
The following does not count as community service:

· Baby sitting (even for free)

· Chores completed at home or for other family members.

· Anything where the student is paid.

· Volunteer work during school hours (unless approved by school administration)

· What would usually be considered normal extracurricular (or co-curricular) activities, such as sports and sports-related activities, cheer-leading, participating in school performance activities that are related to a class or club activities, etc. 

Examples of what IS community service 

· On-campus community service activities (not meetings or during school hours) 

· Peer tutoring after school hours or on weekends 

· Weekend campus clean-up, beautification activities 

· Assisting/facilitating at school functions such as school events.

· Volunteer work or service that is to the betterment of the community.
